Other Old Business-

Erosion Concerns on Vaniter St- Mr. Martin was present to express his concerns regarding the mud run off from the field on Vaniter St at Longeran Lake. He stated that the road bed is soft from the erosion. President Cors will contact Jim Burke to have him inspect and will also contact Morgan County FSA to see if a dry damn which would cost $2000.00 is feasible at this time before any decisions are made.

Village Employee not residing in the Village- Residents expressed concerns over the current Village employee not residing in the Village. The Ordinance has been modified and the 90 requirement that states that an employee of the Village has to reside in the Village has been vacated.
Culvert in from of Mr. Sims home on Main St- Mr. Seymour is looking into this issue.
Craig Drive- Morgan County Abstract Office is looking into this matter.

Oil and Chip for Streets in the Village- The streets will not be oiled and chip this year, no funds have been allotted from the Motor Fuel Tax Fund.
Time Clock for Village Employees- Time clock will not be required for Village Employees at this time.
